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Some of you may simply assuming that I 
am at “ the other Church”  this weekend, because you 
won’ t see me in any of our churches.  I will be at the 
Sisters of St. Joseph Motherhouse in Pittsford for our 
bi-annual Summer Event.  This is a gathering of all of 
our sisters (SSJ’s of Rochester) beginning Friday eve-
ning and ending Monday afternoon.  We started this 
event 4 years ago in attempt to bring us together from 
the many ministries and places to which we have scat-
tered. 
 
I have been the chairperson for this event since it’ s 
inception in 2006.  And this year is especially wonder-
ful as we have many of our sisters from as far away as 
Brazil and also from Alabama and St. Louis, Mo along 
with sisters from all over our 12 county diocese.  As 
you probably know, we also come from a variety of 
ministries; education, healthcare, pastoral work, spiri-
tuality and even a few realtors!  Each time we gather 
for this time, it is our intent to have significant time for 
prayer together, some input (usually a theological up-
date), and a large dose of fun. 
 
The reason so many of our sisters from Brazil have 
chosen to join us this year is because for the first time 
in our history we have two native Brazilian women 
who have been vowed members of the Sisters of St. 
Joseph of Rochester for 25 years!  They are our only 
Silver Jubilarians.  Our Jubilee celebration is usually 
held in early May, but this year we waited until now 
and our liturgy on Sunday will be a Jubilee celebration 
for the 2 of them along with sisters celebrating 50, 60, 
70 and 85 years of service!  That is cause for great re-
joicing! 
 
Please pray for us as you think of it through the week-
end.  We will be working some important issues and 
understandings that will shape our lives into the future.  
The Church and the world in which we live are chang-
ing places, full of darkness and despair.  As religious 
women in the Church and in the world, we work to 
bring God’s presence to such a broken, wounded 
world.  And we share that work with all of you as bap-
tized disciples of our risen Savior. 
 
Please be assured that I will remember each of you, 
especially at liturgy.
