We respond with humble 
hearts knowing that it is God’s work, not ours.  We 
respond in hope and awe with so many other peo-
ple of good will who see what wonders could be if 
we were but to work together. 
 

Recent weeks have been an exercise in patience for me and a 
time to learn what it means to work in chaos.  There have 
been people to meet, decisions to be made, previously un-
known areas of concern, liturgies to attend, funerals, wed-
dings and baptisms.  Through it all, I need to remember that 
I am not sent to do this work alone.  All I need do is look 
around me at the weekend Mass or walk through the villages 
of Honeoye Falls, Lima and Avon.  God is in our midst and 
more importantly, God is in each of us, working through us 
as we go about our daily work.  I am so grateful for you all.  
Let us continue to pray for one another.
