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On Monday of this week (the 23rd) the Church celebrates the 
Feast of St. Rose of Lima.  Of course we know this is the 
patronal feast of one of our faith communities and we will 
celebrate this feast on Sunday afternoon and in the prayers 
said at the Mass and Communion Services on Monday.  The 
patronal feast of a local community is an important event 
and can help members of the community to understand 
something of their identity and their mission in our world. 
 
Even if the choice of a saint’s name for a local Church may 
have seemed arbitrary at the time of naming, God has a way 
of working through the intercession of that particular saint 
for the good of the whole community.  Think of your own 
name.  How did you get that name?  Are you named after a 
friend or family member?  Is your name one that has been in 
the family for generations?  Or perhaps your name is a new 
one to your family tree?  If you can, ask your parents what 
inspired them to choose a particular name for you.  It could 
be important information as you try to understand more 
deeply your identity as a child of God born into a particular 
family and a particular place and time. 
 
A good exercise for us to do from time to time is to think of 
and pray with our own name.  Do some of that research that 
helps you to understand how and why you were given your 
name and what the meaning of this name might offer to you 
and to your self understanding. 
 
And if you have some time this week, take a moment to get 
online and check out St. Rose of Lima.  Her story is not 
unlike other saints of her time, but she is the patron saint of 
other things besides our Church.  Check it out and pray with 
that and with our community in mind.  I am taking some 
time this week to do that myself.  I am asking God to help 
me see more clearly how having St. Rose of Lima as the 
patron saint of resolving family difficulties might be a help 
to us as we continue on the road of understanding what it 
means to be in a cluster of three churches, working to bring 
the kingdom of God to fulfillment in our corner of the 
world.  Let me know what you find out and what the fruit of 
your prayer might be!
