This would include debilitating arthritis, MS, 
alcoholism or other addictions (even and especially if in re-
covery), mental health issues, etc.  All you need to do is 
move to the front of Church after Mass and after the final 
hymn, Father will come back to the front, say the prayers 
and anoint you individually. No reason for the anointing 
need be given.  Also, if you know of someone who does not 
usually get to Mass, but is able and would like to be 
anointed, please encourage them to come, or even offer to 
pick them up!  Illness is not a sign of weakness, but simply a 
part of living and the healing prayers offered by 
the Church at this time offer strength and en-
couragement. Let us pray for one another.
