� � Soul friends don’ t judge, but they’ re not afraid to 

ask the hard questions either. 
� � Soul friends are good observers. 
� � Soul friends admit that they don’ t have all the 

answers. 
 
Soul friends can be good friends, spouses, siblings, par-
ents, grandparents or children.  We usually don’ t have 
many, but it is really important to have at least one.  
These are the people that can help us know and under-
stand our vocation and can support us as we, with God’s 
help, realize God’s dream for us.  And I think that if we 
were all trying hard to make God’s dream for us come 
true, what a difference it would make in our world.

   The IRS has asked Catholic Charities to start up a VITA 
(Volunteer Income Tax Assistance) program in 
Livingston County that can file tax returns electronically 
for low income workers and families. A VITA program 
can save low income people hundreds of dollars in prepa-
ration fees and get their tax refunds to them quickly. We 
see VITA as a good fit within our mission. 
     We are looking for volunteer tax preparers to assist us 
one evening a week until April 15th. Catholic Charities 
will provide private office space, computer and software 
at our Mt Morris office on 34 East State St. Training and 
certification is provided by the IRS online at their Link 
and Learn website http://www.irs.gov/app/vita/ . If you 
have experience preparing your personal taxes, have 4 
hours a week to contribute and would like to help low 
income people save their money, please join us in VITA.

Today’s reading from Isaiah speaks of the “covenant of 
the people” . The Catechism of the Catholic Church states 
that God established the covenant with the people, “so 
that they would recognize him and serve him as the one 
living and true God.

By becoming a light to the nations, opening the eyes of 
the blind, and bringing out prisoners and those who live 
in darkness. The Diocesan Public Policy Committee has 
asked parishes to heed that call by learning about and ad-
vocating for one group who lives in the shadows of our 
society - undocumented immigrants. The Catholic Church 
has a rich heritage of being an immigrant church. We are 
living proof that immigrants bring gifts, not burdens, and 
they should not be turned away. Take action to bring 
them out of the shadows by participating in Public Policy 
Sunday 2010.
