·  Good-bye events have been scheduled for both Sr. Yvonne (June 5th) and Fr. Larry (June 13th). 
·  We began the discussion of moving to a single Pastoral Council and will move forward with this after a conversation with    
       each current council chair.  We hope to have this in place sometime early in the Fall. 
·  We decided to have both a Transition Team member speak at the end of Masses on April 10th &   
       11th and Town meetings after each Mass, to hear concerns and give updates. 
·  We are still looking into the feasibility of a “ transportation”  ministry for those unable to drive to 

the different churches, especially for Mass. 
 

Our next meeting will be Thursday, April 8th at St. Paul of the Cross at 7pm and a “welcome” to the 
new leader will be discussed as well as publicity and signage for the new schedules. 
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This week is so very special in our Church year – so spe-
cial we call it “holy.”   I have been thinking quite a bit 
about this these last few days, as we prepare for this 
week.  First of all, from the moment we walk into Church 
on Passion Sunday right through Holy Saturday evening, 
we are reminded that these days are different.  The sights, 
colors and changing landscapes call us to something new.  
Secondly, our readings move us from Jesus’  triumphant 
entry into Jerusalem to the pain and sorrow of the cross to 
the joy of the resurrection.  So many emotions in such a 
short time!
