Catholic Charities of Livingston County 
     In the early 1990’s, Catholic parishes in Livingston 
County heard their calling. Poverty was increasing in the 
many communities. There was a need for a Catholic 
Charities presence within Livingston County. The 10 par-
ishes in the county, including St. Agnes, raised $100,000 
and Catholic Charities of Livingston County was estab-
lished in 1995. 

 

     I recently found minutes from one of the earliest meet-
ings of the Board of Directors on October 16, 1995. They 
wrote the mission statement for this start up agency that 
day: 
 

 Catholic Charities of Livingston County will, within 
 available resources, provide effective help to any person 
in Livingston County who has the need for our   
 assistance. Our values will be rooted in Scripture and 
 Catholic social teaching as we do our utmost to help 
 those whose lives are challenged by poverty, disability  or 
distress. 
 

     These Board members were the pioneers who built a 
solid foundation for our ministry. Over the last 14 years, 
we’ve grown to serve over 3,000 people annually, from 
every town, village and hamlet in Livingston County. 
With 19 staff members, several AmeriCorps*VISTA 
members, student interns and over 270 volunteers, we 
constantly strive to serve all in need. Our office on Chapel 
Street in Mt. Morris, home since 1997, no longer met our 
needs. We were severely cramped, with as many as 6 staff 
members in one room.  The building was not handicap 
accessible; many disabled clients could not enter our of-
fice. Lack of space makes it extremely difficult to expand 
our services to our county’s elderly and isolated, single 
mothers, young people needing mentors, the disabled, and 
the cold and hungry. Now it is our calling to grow.  
 

     This weekend there is information on how you can 
contribute to “Our  Calling” , the capital campaign to re-
furbish and expand The Sister Nancy O’Brien Center, our 
new home on 34 East State Street in Mt. Morris.  Please 
consider how Catholic Charities does “our utmost to help 
those whose lives are challenged by poverty, disability or 
distress”  in the past, present and future.  Thank you.
