� � Each meeting begins and ends 
with prayer, helping us to be 
mindful of God who is holding us 
throughout  this process. 

 

� � Subgroups to gather in the near future: 
·  Parish Councils – sometime in the early Fall 
·  Parish Staffs – also in early Fall as a start to the 

conversation 
·  Finance Councils – sometime after the filing of 

end-of-year diocesan reports (8/31) 
 

� � Communication 
·  A combined bulletin will most likely begin as soon 

as is feasible, with a January 2010 projected 
launch date. 

·  An FAQ insert will be ready for publication in mid-
August.  Subsequent issues will follow as ques-
tions arise. 

·  There will also be regular communication on 
Church bulletin boards. 

 

� � A Transition Prayer will be used in all 3 churches, at 
the end of every Mass, beginning August 1. 

 

� � The remainder of the meeting was spent beginning 
the discussion of a new Mass schedule.  This conver-
sation was started by a simple sharing of the charac-
ter and make-up of each Mass in the three churches.  
Next month the conversation will continue with a shar-
ing of financial and attendance statistics.

Feed the hungry (cf. Mt 
25: 35, 37, 42) is an ethical imperative for the universal 
Church, as she responds to the teachings of her Founder, 
the Lord Jesus, concerning solidarity and the sharing of 
goods. Moreover, the elimination of world hunger has 
also, in the global era, become a requirement for safe-
guarding the peace and stability of the planet….”  (#27)
