Annual Mission Appeal 
     Next weekend we will welcome Fr. Martin Kuusang-
nayir to St. Agnes for the annual Mission Appeal.  This 

year our collection will go toward the work of 
educating young women in Ghana.  In the 
Damongo Diocese, where illiteracy among 
young women is 96% there is an urgent need 
to encourage the education of young girls. In 
Ghana the average tuition fee for high school 

is about $400 per term of $1200 for the three term year. 
Because such sums are well beyond the means of many 
parents and because orphans have no funding at all, many 
female students are unable to continue with their educa-
tion. At an especially vulnerable age some girls face an 
early and unwanted marriage while others in desperation 
drift into immoral behavior. In an attempt to reverse this 
situation, a Poor & Needy Student Fund has been estab-
lished through the Catholic Diocese. Your gift next week-
end will assist in growing this fund.  Thank you for what-
ever support you can offer.  Baskets will be at the doors 
of the Church for your convenience.  Checks should be 
made payable to St. Agnes.
