The transition team for our pending parish cluster met on 
Thursday, August 27th.   Here are some of the highlights 
of the meeting: 

� � Members of the Transition Team will be meeting 
with each parish council to facilitate communica-
tion: 
� � Members from St. Paul of the Cross and St. 

Rose will meet with that council at their regu-
larly scheduled September meeting (9/15 at St. 
Rose) 

� � The whole Transition Team will meet with a 
combined Parish Council (St. Agnes, St. Paul of 
the Cross and St. Rose) on Tuesday, 10/13 at St. 
Paul of the Cross. 

� � The parish staffs of all three churches will gather 
together for a meeting on Tuesday, October 6 at 3 
PM at St. Agnes. 

� � We looked carefully at a 2nd draft of the first FAQ 
sheet to be in bulletins very soon! 

� � The remainder of our time was spent continuing our 
work on developing a new Mass schedule.  The fol-
lowing principles were thought to be critical to keep 
in mind: 
� � Sufficient time for the priest and homilist to 

travel between churches. 
� � Sufficient time for the priest and pastoral staff to 

interact with parishioners after Mass. 
� � Allow the greatest number of parishioners to 

attend Mass at more convenient Mass times. 
� � Consider all liturgical ministries. 
� � Sufficient time to allow for Faith Formation 

schedules. 
� � Our final, but critical 

point of discussion was 
“What kind of spiritual 
considerations are we ad-
dressing during the transi-
tion?”  

Our next meeting will be Thurs-
day, September 24th at St. Rose.

Get into the Acts! 
Are you ready to Get into the Acts? 
Season three of Spirit Alive! Spiri-
tual Renewal in the Diocese of 
Rochester invites us to Grow in our 
Discipleship. So what better part of 
the Bible to spend some time with than the Acts of the 
Apostles?  
Week of September  6, 2009  
(23rd Sunday of Ordinary Time)   Read: Acts 1: 1 – 26 
Reflect: The first chapter of the Acts of the Apostles has 
the apostles at a new stage in their discipleship. With Je-
sus’  ascension they now enter into the work of spreading 
the Good News.  Before they begin, however, they are 
prodded with the question, “why are you standing there 
looking at the sky?”  For a moment they were frozen in 
their faith. Am I too frozen in my faith? Am I stuck in a 
rut in how I think about being a follower of Christ? How 
can I open myself to a new challenge in living my baptis-
mal call to spread the Good News that Jesus is Risen, and 
live as part of the Body of Christ? 
 

Did anything else stand out for me in this section of Acts? 
 

Act it Out! How do my reflections today inform how I 
will live out my discipleship in the world this week? 
 

Could I...  
...think about how I speak about my faith to people in my 
family? At work? 
...if I am a parent, tell my child one story about when I 
learned something new about Jesus?   
...try a new type of prayer or ritual?  How else could I act 
it out? 
 
Building Peace with Justice 
          In today’s reading from Isaiah we hear reassuring 
words for those whose hearts are frightened: “Be strong, 
fear not!”  In July, Baltimore Archbishop Edmund 
O’Brien, previously Archbishop for the U.S. Military 
Diocese, spoke on nuclear disarmament at the 2009 De-
terrence Symposium sponsored by the U.S. Strategic 
Command. 
     “ It will not be easy. Nuclear weapons can be disman-
tled, but both the human knowledge and the technical 
capability to build weapons cannot be undone. A world 
with zero nuclear weapons will need robust measures to 
monitor, enforce and verify compliance. The path to zero 
will be long and treacherous. But humanity must walk 
this path with both care and courage in order to build a 
future free of the nuclear threat.”  
Reflection: Respecting the life and dignity of all human 
beings requires the courage to defend life even when we 
fear for ourselves. Can you be a defender of life by work-
ing for nuclear disarmament?
