Asyou know, there®been alot in the
news media of late about the flu. As has
aways been the case if you or members of
your family are coughing, sneezing or other-
wise ill, it is a good idea to stay home from
Mass to recuperate and so as not to infect others.
Likewise, you should not drink from the cup during Holy
Communion if you are sick; remember that we receive the
whole Christ, "body, blood, soul and divinity" when we
receive of the Eucharist in either form. During the Sign of
Peace, you can offer a smile and little bow rather than a
handshake if you feel under the weather or feel especialy
vulnerable, just as you can refrain from holding hands
during the Our Father from similar concerns. For our part,
we® be monitoring the situation in our area carefully
through health advisories, and we® adjust our practices as
afaith community if necessary.
